When using your dishwasher, follow the precautions listed below:

GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

B This appliance must be grounded. In the event of a
malfunction or breakdown, grounding will reduce
the risk of electric shock by providing a path of
least resistance of electric current. This appliance
is equipped with a cord having an equipment-
grounding conductor and a grounding plug.

H The plug must be plugged into an appropriate outlet
that is installed and grounded in accordance with
all local codes and ordinances.

B Improper connection of the equipment-grounding
conductor can result in a risk of electric shock.

H Check with a qualified electrician or service
representative if you are in doubt whether the
appliance is properly grounded. Do not modify the
plug provided with the appliance; If it is not fit for
the outlet. Have a proper outlet installed by a
qualified electrician.

Bl When loading items tobe washed:

1) Locate sharp itemsso that they arenot likely
to damage thedoor seal;

2) Warning: Knivesand other utensils with
sharp points mustbe loaded in thebasket
with their pointsdown or placed ina
horizontal position.

B When using your dishwasher, you should
prevent plastic items fromcoming into contact
with heating element.(This instuction is only
applicable to machines witha visual heating
element.)

H Check that the detergentreceptible is empty
after completion ofthe wash cycle.

H Do not wash plastic items unless they are marked
dishwashersafe orthe equivalent.For plastic items
not so marked, check the manufacturer's
recommendations.

H Use only detergentand rinse additives
designed for an automatic dishwasher.

H Never use soap,laundry detergent, orhand
washing detergent inyour dishwasher. Keep
these products outof the reachof children.

B Keep children away from detergent and rinse aid, keep
children away from the open door of the dishwasher,
there could still be some detergent left inside.

H This appliance is not intended for use by persons
(including children )with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or lack of experience and
knowledge ,unless they have been given supervision
or instruction concerning use of the appliance by a
person responsible for their safety.

H Children should be supervised to ensure that they do
not play with the appliance.

A. Fillthe Rinse Aid Dispenser

Rinse AidDispenser

The rinse aid is released during the final rinse to prevent water from forming droplets on your dishes. That can leave
spots and streaks. It also improves drying by allowing water to sheet off the dishes. Your dishwasher is designed to
use liquid rinse aids. Therinse aid dispenser is located inside the door next to the detergent dispenser. To fill the
dispenser, open the cap and pour the rinse aid into the dispenser until the level indicator turns completely black.
The volume of the rinse aid container is about 110ml.

Function of Rinse Aid

Rinse aid is automatically added during the last rinse, ensuring thorough rinsing, and spot and streak free drying.

Attention!

Only use branded rinse aid for dishwasher. Never fill the rinse aid dispenser with any other substances
(e.g. Dishwasher cleaning agent, liquid detergent). This would damage the appliance.

When to Refill the Rinse Aid Dispenser

If there is norinse-aid warning light inthe control panel, youcan judge the amountof rinse-aid by thecolor
of the optical levelindicator"C"located nextto the cap. Whenthe rinse-aid container isfull, the whole
indicator will be dark.As the rinse-aid diminishes,the size of thedark dot decreases. You shouldnever let

the rinse aid getbelow 1/ 4full. . S

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To open the dispenser, turn the cap to the "open" (left) arrow and lift it out.
Pour the rinse aid into the dispenser, being careful not to overfill.
Replace the cap by inserting it aligned with "open" arrow and turning it to the closed (right) arrow.

NOTE: Clean up any rinseaid split during fillingwith an absorbent clothto avoid excessive foaming
during the next wash.Don't forget to replacethe cap before youclose dishwasher door.




Adjusting Rinse Aid Dispenser

Adjust lever The rinse aid dispenser has four settings.The recommended setting is on "3".
(Rinse) If the dishes still are not drying properly or are spotted, adjust the dial to the
next higher number on"4".

A\ NoTE:

Increase the dose ifthere are drops of water or lime spots on the dishes after washing.
Reduce itif there are sticky whitish stains on your dishes or a bluish film on glassware or
knife blades.

B. Function of Detergent

Proper Use of Detergent

Detergents with itschemical ingredients are necessary to remove dirt, crush dirtand transport itout of the dishwasher.
Use only detergent specificallymade for use indishwashers. Keep your detergentfresh and dry.
Don't put powder detergentinto the dispenser untilyou're ready to washdishes.

Detergents

There are 3 sortsof detergents

1.With phosphate andwith chlorine
2.With phosphate and without chlorine
3.Without phosphate and without chloride

Normally new pulverised detergent is without phosphate. The watersoftener function of

phosphate is not given.In this case werecommend to fill saltin the salt containereven when

the hardness of wateris only 6 dH. If detergents without phosphatewere used in caseof hard water
often white spots appearat dishes and glasses.In this case pleaseadd more detergent toreach
better results. Detergentswithout chlorine do onlybleach a little. Strong and coloured spotswill not
removed completely.In this case pleasechoose a programme withhigher Temperature.

Concentrated Detergent

Based on their chemicalcomposition, dishwasher can besplit in two basictypes:
B conventional, alkaline detergents with caustic components
B low alkaline concentrated detergents with natural enzymes

The use of “normal” washing programmes in conjunctionwith concentrated detergents
reduces pollution and isgood for your dishes;these wash programmes are specially matched
to the dirt-dissolving properties of theenzymes of the concentrated detergent. Forthis reason

“normal” wash programmes in which concentrated detergents are used can achieve thesame
results that can otherwiseonly be achieved using “heavy” program.

Detergent Tablets

Detergent tablets of different brands dissolve atdifferent speeds. Forthis reason some
detergent tablets cannot dissolveand develop their fullcleaning power during short
programmes. Therefore pleaseuse long programmes whenusing detergent tablets, to
ensure the complete removalof detergent residuals.

A NOTE: Detergent tablets areonly for the models with 3in 1 functionor 3 in1 program.



Detergent Dispenser

The dispenser must berefilled before the start of each washcycle following the instructions
provided in the Wash Cycle Table . Your dishwasher uses lessdetergent and rinse aidthen
conventional dishwasher. Generally, only one tablespoonof detergent is neededfor

a normal wash load.Also, more heavilysoiled items need moredetergent. Always addthe
detergent just before starting the dishwasher,otherwise it could getdamp and will not
dissolve properly.

Close the lid andpress until it locksin place.

If the dishes areheavily soiled, place anadditional
detergent dose in thepre-wash detergent chamber.This detergent willtake effect duringthe pre-wash phase.

4.Loading the Dishwasher Baskets

Recommendation

Consider buying utensils whichare identified as dishwasher-proof.

Use a milddetergent that isdescribed as 'kind of dishes'. Ifnecessary, seekfurther
information from detergentmanufacturers.

For particular items, select a programmewith as lowa temperature.

Toprevent damage, donot take glassand cutlery outof the dishwasherimmediately
after the programme has ended.

Attention before or afterloading the Dishwasher Baskets

(For best performance of the dishwasher, follow theseloading guidelines.
Features and appearance ofbaskets and cutlery basketsmay vary fromyour model.)

Scrape off anylarge amounts ofleftover food. Softenremnants of burntfood in pans

It is notnecessary to rinsethe dishes underrunning water.

Place objects inthe dishwasher infollowing way:

1.ltems suchas cups, glasses, pots/pans, etc. areface down.

2.Curved items, orthose with recesses, shouldbe loaded at aslant so thatwater can run of.
3.All utensilsare stacked securelyand can nottip over.

4.All utensilsare placed inthe way thatthe spray armscan rotated freelyduring washing.

A NOTE: Very small itemsshould not be washedin the dishwasher asthey could easily fallout of the basket.

Load hollow itemssuch as cups, glasses, pans etc. With the openingdownwards so that
water cannot collectin the containeror a deepbase.

Dishes and itemsof cutlery mustnot lie insideone another, or cover each other.
Toavoid damage toglasses, they mustnot touch.

Load large items whichare most difficultto clean into the basket.

Long bladed knivesstored in anupright position are a potential hazard!

Long and/or sharpitems of cutlerysuch as carvingknives must be positioned
horizontally in the basket.

Please do notoverload your dishwasher. This isimportant for goodresults and for
reasonable energy consume.

If therack has side baskets, the spoon
should be loaded individuallyinto the appropriate slots,especially long utensils shouldbe placed in thehorizontal
position at the frontof the upper basketas shown.

Turning Onthe Appliance

Starting a wash cycle...

. Draw out thebasket(see the section entitled “Loading the Dishwasher” );

. Pour in thedetergent (see the sectionentitled “Detergent and RinseAid” );

. Insert the pluginto the socket. The power supply is120V/60 Hz;

. Make sure thatthe water supply isturned on to fullpressure;

. Close the doorand press the on/off button Toturn on the power supply;

When you pressthe Start/Pause buttonto pause duringthe wash cycle, the display time will
stop blinking andthe program willpause and remainin this cycle until you Restartit again.



Change the Programme...

Premise: You can modify the washing program, When the dishwasher just
runs for ashort time. Otherwise,the detergent mayhave already been
released, and theappliance may havealready drained thewash water. If this
is the case, the detergent dispensermust be refilled (see the sectionentitled
" Loading the Detergent " ).

Tochange the washprogram, press the program button formore than threeseconds and the machine

will be instand by mode, then you canchange the programto the desired cycle setting (seethe section
entitled Starting awash cycle...)

The lights showthe state ofthe dishwasher:

a) Allphase lights off Onstand by
b) The displayno blinking Being paused
c) The displayblinking Running

A NOTE: Ifyouopen the door when washing, the machine will pause. When you close the door, press the
start/pause button .

Forget to Add a Dish?

A forgotten dish can be added any time before the detergent cup opens.
Press the start/pause button Add forgotten dishes.

Open the door a little to stop the washing. Close the door

After the spray arms stop working,you can open the door m Press the start/pausebutton, the dishwasher will run
completely. after 10 seconds.

At the End ofthe Wash Cycle

When the working cyde has finished, thebuzzer of dishwasher wil sound 8 secondsand then stop.

Turn off theappliance using the ON/OFF button, shutoff the watersupply and open thedishwasher door.
Wait a fewminutes before unloading the dishwasher to avoidhandling the dishes andutensils while they
are still hot andmore susceptible tobreakage. They willalso dry better.

Since the appliance isin standby mode, itwill power offautomatically after 30 minutes without anyoperation

B Switch Offthe Dishwasher
All the phase lights are off, only in thiscase the programme hasended.
1.Switch offthe dishwasher by pressing the ON/OFF button.
2.Turn offthe water tap!

B Open the doorcarefully.
Hot dishes are sensitive to knocks. The dishes should therefore be allowed tocool down around 15minutes
before removing fromthe appliance.
Open the dishwasher'sdoor, leave itajar and wait afew minutes beforeremoving the dishes. In this way they
will be cooler andthe drying will beimproved.

B Unloading the dishwasher
It is normal thatthe dishwasher is wetinside.

A WARNING! It is dangerous to open the door when washing, because the hot water may scald you.



6.Maintenance and Cleaning

Filtering System

The filter preventlarger remnants of food or other objectsfrom getting inside the pump.

The filter systemconsists of a coarsefilter, a flat (Main filter)
and a micro filter(fine filter).

Food and soil partides trapped by tis filter are pulverized by a
special jet on thespray arm and washeddown to drain.
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This filter holdssoil and food residue in the sump area and
prevents it frombeing deposited onthe dishes duringwash cycle.

Larger items, such aspieces of bone orglass, that could block
the drain are trappedin the coarse filter To remove the items
caught by the filter, gently squeeze the tap onthe top of tis

filter and lift out.

Filter assembly

The filter efficientlyremoves food particlesfrom the washwater, allowing itto be re-cyclatedduring the cycle.
For best performance andresults, the filter assemblymust be regularly. For this reason,it is a goodidea to
remove the largerfood particles trappingin the filterafter each washcycle by rinsingthe filter and cup under
running water. To removethe filter assembly, pull on thecup handle in theupward direction.

Never run thedishwasher without thefilters in place.
A WARNING! The dishwasher mustnever be usedwithout the filters.
* Improper replacement ofthe filter mayreduce the performancelevel of the appliance
and damage dishesand utensils.

Step1: contra rotate the filter assembly (A,B and C), then lift it all up.

Step2: lift B and C up from A;

The End.

g NOTE: If followed from step 1 to step 3, the filter system will be removed; meanwhile if followed from
Step 3 to Step 1, the filter system will be installed.



Remarks:

- Inspect thefilters for blockingevery time thedishwasher has beenused.
- By unscrewingthe coarse filter.you can removethe filter system.Removeany food remnantsand
clean the filtersunder running water.

A NOTE: The entire filterassembly should becleaned once aweek.

Cleaning The Filter

To cleanthe coarse filterand the fine fiter, use acleaning brush. Reassemblethe filter partsas shown in thefigures
in the last pageand reinsert the entire assembly inthe dishwasher, positioning in its seat and pressing downward.

When cleaning thefilters, don't knockon them. Otherwise, the filters couldbe
A WARNING! contorted and the performance of dishwashercould be debased.

Caring for the Dishwasher

The control panelcan be cleaned byusing a lightly dampened cloth and drythoroughly.
The exterior usea good appliance polishwax.
Never use sharp objeds, scouring padsor harsh cleanerson any part ofthe dishwasher.

Cleaning The Door

To cleanthe edge around thedoor, you shoulduse only a softwarm,
damp cloth. To avoid penetration of water intothe door lock and
electrical components, donot use a spraycleaner of any kind.

Never use aspray cleaner toclean the doorpanel as itmay damage thedoor lock
and electrical components.

A WARNING! Abrasive agent orsome paper towelshould not beused because ofthe risk of
scratching or leaving spots on the stainless steel surface.

Protect AgainstFreezing

please take frost protectionmeasures on dishwasher inwinter. Each timeafter washing cycles,
please operate as follows:

1.Cut offelectrical power tothe dishwasher.

2.Turn offthe water supplyand disconnect the water inlet pipe fom the watervalve.
3.Drain water fromthe inlet pipe andwater valve. (Use apan to catch thewater)
4.Reconnect thewater inlet pipe to the water vave.

5.Remove thefilter at thebottom of thetub and use asponge to use upwater in sump.

A NO TE,' If your dishwasher cannotwork because of theice, please contact professionalservice persons.




Cleaning the Spray Arms

The spray arms canbe easily removed forperiodic cleaning
of the nozzles, toprevent possible clogging. Wash them
under running water andcarefully replace them intheir seats,
checking that their rotarymovement is in noway impeded.

Grasp the middle ofthe spray arm, pullit upwards to remove
it. Wash thearms under a jetof running water andreturn them
carefully to their seat.After reassembly, check that thespray
arms turn freely. Otherwise, check thatthey have been
installed correctly.

2. Connect the six-sided connection of thedrain hose tothe drain portconnection on the back of the

dishwasher cabinet. Donot over-tighten (toavoid damage tothreads).

3.Connect the star-shapedconnection of theinlet hose tothe inlet porton the backof the dishwasher
cabinet. Do notover-tighten (to avoiddamage to threads).

4.Connect the circularconnection of thedrain hose ontothe longer (bottom)male connection onthe quick

connect.
5.Connect the circularconnection of theinlet hose ontothe shorter (top)male connection onthe quick

connect.

6.Attach the quickconnect onto thefaucet adapter, by pulling downthe outer locking collar on the quick
connect, while pushingthe quick connectupward onto thefaucet adapter.

7.When the quickconnect snaps ontothe faucet adapter, release thelocking collar.Verify theconnection

is secure.
8. Slowly open thehot water lineand check forany sign of water leaks atall hose connections.If leaks are

located, immediately closethe water supplyand repair thehose connections.

1. Once youopen the watersupply line, (evenif it isclosed immediately thereafter), the inlet hose will be

pressurized.
2. To relieve waterpressure from insidethe inlet hose, (make sure thewater line (faucet)is closed): press
and hold thered pressure reliefbutton on the quick connect untilthe flow of water stops.

If overflow occurs, turn off the main water supply before calling a service.
